Know your Scooter 
To be a safe rider, get to know your scooter.  Itôs very 

different from a car since it makes more demands on its 

operator.  The scooter accelerates, turns and stops 

smoothly according to your level of skill and knowledge. 

Therefore, the more you practice, the more skilled you 

will become.  Check your ownerôs manual; not all scooters are exactly alike.  There are large 

scooters (engine isplacements of 650cc and over), small scooters (50cc) and everything in  

between.  

The scooter ownerôs manual gives you many specifics you will find helpful in understanding and maintaining the scooter youôve chosen.  

As with other small displacement vehicles, certain models may not be allowed on high speed, limited-access highways.  Make sure to 

check your local laws.  It takes a long time to become properly familiar with a scooter, so it is best not to lend it or to borr ow one.  

Think of your scooter as being as personal as a toothbrush. 

The Controls 
There are some basic controls that are standard on scooters.  Refer to your ownerôs manual for variations from what is provided in this 

booklet.  Put the scooter on the center stand and sit on it.  Become familiar with the controls and how to use them.  Work the levers and 

pedals (if equipped).  If something isnôt within easy reach of fingers or toes, maybe it can be adjusted to suit you.  Check your ownerôs 

manual.  Practice finding and using the turn signal switch.  Learn the location of the horn button so you wonôt have to look for  it when 

somebody starts backing out in front of you.  Figure out how the headlight dimmer switch works before it gets dark.  Become familiar 

with the reserve fuel valve, if there is one on your machine.  When your are riding down the street and your engine hesitates )indicating 

it is running out of fuel), you want to be able to quickly turn to the reserve fuel supply.  It is not fun or safe to be fumbling around when 

you are moving.   

There are more and more scooters on the road today and this we all must be aware of every aspect of how they work.  We never know 

when we may need to help a fellow scooterôr (RHONDA).

This months health article is dedicated to Eileen Blackmon (Chapter K CD) who had Poison 

Ivy last month. 
There are three native American plants that collectively may be called Poison Ivy. 

¶ Poison Ivy 

¶ Poison Oak 

¶ Poison Sumac 

These plants can cause an allergic reaction n nearly 85% of the population.  To be allergic to Poison Ivy you must 

first be ñsensitizedò to the oils.  This means that next time there is contact with the plant, a rash may occur. 
 

What causes an allergic reaction? 
The resin in the plants contains an oily substance called Urushiol.  Urushiol is easily transferred from the plants 

to other objects, including toys, garments and animals.  This chemical can remain active for a year or longer, itôs 

important to know that the oils can also be transferred from clothing, pets and can be  

present in the smoke from a burning plant. 
 

What are the symptoms of an allergic reaction to Poison Ivy/Oak? 
The reaction is usually contact dermatitis, which may occur several hours, days or even 

weeks after exposure.  The dermatitis is characterized by a rash followed by bumps and 

blisters that itch.  Sometimes, swelling occurs in the area of contact.  Eventually, the  

blisters break, ooze and then crust over. 
 

Treatment for Poison Ivy/Oak 
Making sure you avoid the poisonous plants is the best treatment.  It is important to teach 

your children what the plants look like and not to touch them.  If contact with the plants 

has already occurred, you should remove the oils from the skin as soon as possible.   

Cleansing with an ordinary soap within six hours after the initial exposure has proven to be  

effective.  Repeat the cleaning with the soap three times.  There are also alcohol-based wipes that help remove 

the oils.  Wash all clothes and shoes also, because the oils can remain on these. 
 

Is Poison Ivy/Oak contagious? 
Poison ivy/oak cannot be spread from person to person by touching the blisters, or from the fluid inside the 

blisters.  It can be spread, however, if the oils remain on the skin, clothes or shoes.  This is why washing your 

hands, clothes and shoes as soon as possible is very important.
