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How does the old saying go for the American Express Company?  Donôtô leave home 

without it.  I want you to know that I totally understand the meaning of this.  We all 

stress from time to time whether we are in our cars or on our bikes.  There has been 

one thing; however, that I have left out of the mix this year and that is motorcycle 

safety inspection. 
 

One little thing that takes the least amount of time to do is the most important thing that you could ever stress over.  You 

should always perform a T-Clock inspection before you start youôre riding season and most definitely each time you go to 

get on your motorcycle.  You and your co-rider should take part in this life saving ritual and completed a full T-Clock  

inspection of the motorcycle.  Remember, you only have two wheels, so there are some items that should get more attention 

than others in the inspection process.   
 

We could perhaps state then, that all inspections have been completed, and you are properly attired.  You are now ready  

to hit the road, right? 
 

Wrong!  What did you forget?  Ask yourself, what is the most important item to be checked before starting out on your 

motorcycle?  The answer is ñYOUò.  If you are not prepared physically and mentally to ride your motorcycle to the best  

of your ability, what are you doing leaving home on it?  The safety and life of you, your co-rider, and other persons in  

encountered traffic depends on your skill, your attitude, and your aptitude.  Remember the title above?  It is a play on the 

old Karl Malden commercial for American Express that used to play on the television. 

Another expression I like is, ñyour attitude and aptitudes will determine you altitudeò.  You can apply that in many areas.   

 

What I am stating, is this; your frame of mind determines the way you ride, the way you are perceived, and the amount of 

risk you are either willing or unwilling to take.  One figure I picked up in Motorcycle Consumer News states, ñconsider 

that a full 97.4 percent of those out there in the community donôt ride and see you as a fringe nut caseò.  Thus, your  

attitude etc. may determine how other traffic affects you and your safety within their driving habits. 

Therefore, donôt leave what is the best of your abilities, the best of your personality, attitude, and knowledge behind when 

you ride away form home.  Do a preflight check on ñYOUò!  Therefore, chin up, eyes on the horizon; ride with pride and 

confidence and keep the wheels on the ground and not up in the air.

Learn the benefits of good hand hygiene, when to wash your 

hands and how to clean them properly. 

Hand washing is a simple habit, something most people do with-

out thinking.  Yet hand washing, when done properly, is one of 

the best ways to avoid getting sick.  This simple habit requires 

only soap and warm water or an alcohol-based hand sanitizer - a 

cleanser that doesnôt require water.

The dangers of not washing your hands: 

Despite the proven health benefits of hand washing, many people 

donôt practice this habit as often as they should - even after  

using the toilet.  Throughout the day you  

accumulate germs on your hands from a variety of sources, such 

as direct contact with people, contaminated surfaces, foods, even 

animals and animal waste.  If you donôt wash your hands  

frequently enough, you can infect yourself with these germs by 

touching your eyes, nose or mouth.  And you can spread these 

germs to others by touching them or by touching surfaces that 

they also touching surfaces that they also touch, such as  

doorknobs.  

Infectious diseases that are commonly spread through hand-to-

hand contact include the common cold, flu and several  

gastrointestinal disorders, such as infectious  

diarrhea.

Of 

these, about 5,000 die as a result of their illness.   

Others experience the annoying signs and symptoms of nausea,  

vomiting and diarrhea.
